	_____________ I understand that the Town of Pawling Summer Camp has 	designed a specific 	drop off and pick up procedure for the safety of everyone involved. I must follow this plan 	and remain in my car at all times. 


		


	_____________ For the safety of the campers and staff I will refrain from using my cell phone 	during drop off and pick up.





	_____________ I understand the Town of Pawling Summer Camp drop off 	time is 8:45-9:00 	am and that my child must be at Lakeside Park by that 	time. If my child is dropped off any 	earlier, I will be charged $5 for every 15 minutes my child arrives early. 





	_____________ For the safety of the campers and staff, once the gates are closed at 9:05 am. Cars will not be allowed to exit the park until the campers and staff are headed to their home areas.  





	_____________ I understand that the Town of Pawling Summer Camp pick up time starts at 	2:45 and ends at 3:00 pm and that my child must be picked up no later than that time. If my 	child is picked up any later, I will be charged $5 for every 15 minutes I am running late. 





	_____________ I understand that if I must pick up my child early for any reason, it must be 	done before 2:15 pm. After this time, I must get on the camp pick up line





	_____________ If dropping off early or picking up late becomes a habit you will be charged 	before and after care rates. 


	


	_____________ Campers that walk to the park will wait in a designated area until vehicle drop 	off is complete. Parents must wait with their child until CIT’s are instructed to bring walkers to 	their group. 





	_____________ I understand that without a written note, only those people listed on my child’s 	emergency contact list may pick my child up from camp, and they must have the designated 	camper pick-up card.
